The last time that Burbank
won the Theme Trophy was
back in 1955 for our float
titled, Birds of a Feather.
This brings our current
record to 8 awards in the
last 9 tries!  Many of those same float
building volunteers put in another fantas-
tic effort on Deconstruction Day as they
washed dozens of buckets, thousands of
flower vials and, of course, took the float
apart!

The Design Contest for Burbank’s
2017 float is now closed.  On February 4th
the General Membership will vote for
their most preferred concepts.  During the
second week of February, members of our
Board of Directors will register our newest
design concept with Tournament officials
in Pasadena during Theme Draft.  Upon
arrival at Tournament House, each float
builder picks a number from a jar … one
number for each float they will build.
Since Burbank will build only one float,
we get only one number.  The builder who
selected #1 submits his design first.  The
builder with #2 goes next and so on.  The
ranking of the design concepts established

by the General
Membership votes
becomes important during
Theme Draft.  If we
picked a high number, by
the time our turn comes,
there may be too many
float concepts that are too
similar to ours.  If so, we
may need to go with our
second or even third
choice.  Although not
ideal, this turn of events
could work out!  Our orig-

inal design for the 2004 parade was reject-
ed, but our second choice, Moosic,
Moosic, Mooosic, eventually won the
Queen’s Trophy for best use of roses!

Our next project will be to create a
mini-float for Burbank On Parade!  This
year the parade theme is “Our Heroes.”  At
present, we have saved all the characters
from our Rose Parade float.  Once the
chairman is selected, the committee will
develop a design and decide what can be
reused for this community celebration.
The parade is scheduled for Saturday,
April 23, so there is not much time!
